The Loews is a full-service es-

tablishment, with 342 rooms built 

around an indoor courtyard, palm 
trees that soar four storeys high 
and daylight streaming in through 
an atrium. Fully loaded, the hotel 
offers dining at Ocean & Vine, 
24-hour room-service, children’s 
features, a gift shop, a kiosk for 
printing airplane boarding passes, 
a Hertz car rental and Clefs d’Or 
concierges.

Ocean Spa & Fitness does restor-
ative treatments like  Relax-by-
the-Sea and Beachcomber massag-
es, plus hydrating facials to combat 
the sun’s effects. You can maintain 
your exercise regimen with fitness 
classes,  or primp for a big night out 
at the hair and nail salon.

But this is SoCal (Southern Cal-
ifornia) and the Loews’s outdoor 
living is what makes it exceptional. 
The heated swimming pool faces 
the Pacific and the Blue Streak 
lounge has sunset views, firepits, 
live music on weekends and a 
happy hour during the week. Most 
precious is the hotel’s oceanfront. 
Guests can take an elevator right 
down to the beach, a clean, broad 
expanse of fine sand.

You won’t need that elevator 
if you stay in one of the hotel’s 
four new Beachcomber accom-
modations. These private seaside 
getaways, adjacent to the hotel’s 
beachside entrance, have their own 
patios, firepits and rain showers 
that let in the sunlight. You almost 
can live outdoors — but you’ll want 
to spend the night inside on a styl-
ish platform king bed.

 The Loews’s most outstanding 

feature is its important location on 
Ocean Avenue. The celebrity en-
clave of Malibu is 20 kilometres to 
the north and the quirky, hipster 
town of Venice is two kilometres 
to the south. There are many ways 
to get around town, and they’re all 
picturesque and fun.

You can walk along the beach 
footpath or take the Santa Monica 

Free Ride, a six-passenger shuttle 
that you can hail around town or 
pick up at the Loews. The hotel also 
partners with Fiat in two projects: 
chauffeur-driven rides in a darling 
Fiat 500L with a turbo-charged 
160-hp engine; and the Fiat loaner 

program, in which guests can bor-
row a car for three hours.

My favourite transportation 
experience is the South Bay Bi-
cycle Trail that meanders for 35 
kilometres along the oceanfront. 
This path is so user-friendly, it is
