Tremblant offers just about ev-
erything for just about everyone
who wants to enjoy the magic of
winter in the snowy Laurentian
Mountains.

And this renowned vacation
getaway, voted No. 1in eastern
North America for 18 of the
past 20 years by readers of Ski
magazine, constantly creates
entertaining new experiences.
It’s working. The slopeside Trem-
blant resort welcomes an average
of one million visitors during
winter for snow sports and a
world of other activities.

Food-wise, you probably have
enjoyed Beaver Tails, steaks at
LaForge, burgers at Le Shack
and pasta at Coco Pazzo, but for
2015-2016 Tremblant has cooked
up new on-mountain dining at
Samurai Sushi and Laurent Lou-
is, a wine bar and French restau-
rant.
