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It’s less than 24 hours to V-Day

Given a five-star rating by Tour-
ism Quebec and four diamonds 
by AAA, Le Bonne Entente is a 
low-rise contemporary resort 
that struts its stuff with several 
exceptional valentine-worthy 
elements, including:

♥ Gourmet dining and fine 
wines.

♥ A variety of room styles 
with traditional canopy beds or 
Zen-inspired modern decor, and 
steam showers or claw-foot tubs.

♥ Free child care on weekends 
from 6 p.m., so parents can enjoy 
romantic dinners à deux. (Also 
available daily during holidays 
and spring break.)

♥ Breakfast in bed — perhaps 
brioche French toast or eggs 
Benedict.

♥ A couple’s massage or a “pas-
sion pedicure” at Amerispa.

♥ A fancy gift shop with his-
and-her elite treats, including 
golf goodies, cosy car blankets 
and wine accessories.
Sleep, many ways: All accommo-
dations are well equipped with 
Nespresso coffee machines, work 
desks and fine cotton bedding 
from Italy. You can customize 
with such features as elaborate 
sound systems, fireplaces and 
spa-inspired bathrooms with 
chromotherapy baths, saunas or 
jet showers.

If your valentine likes the high 
life, spacious Urbania lofts and 
suites include Living Rouge, a 
private lounge for continental 
breakfast, a 5 à 7 of delectable 
canapés and an open bar, plus 
late-night Moët & Chandon 
Champagne. Privacy is an added 
feature, since Urbania has its 
own entrance.

The sleek Terzo room section 
recently launched a wine-tasting 

experience. You can work your 
way through a $20 card, sampling 
several of the sommelier’s favou-
rites in glasses of one, 21/2 or five 
ounces, for $4 to $28.
Dining and drinks: MC Lounge 
has two personalities — a buzzy 
space for cocktails and casual-
chic dining, and a more formal 
dining room.

The big deals for dinner are 
steaks and prime rib, but execu-

tive chef Jean-François Bélair 
also works up such delicacies as 
Cornish hen, suckling pig and 
Atlantic cod, plus such informal 
fare as Angus beef burgers and 
lobster mac ’n’ cheese. There also 
are a few traditional French and 
Quebec dishes, including onion 
soup, bone marrow and blood 
pudding (boudin noir).

For a romantic rendezvous, 
Bélair suggests a six- or seven-
course gastronomic feast (about 
$89 p.p.), which might showcase 
marinated octopus, foie gras, 
gravlax, grilled wild shrimp, veni-
son or duck, followed by a frothy 
raspberry cake with rich white 
chocolate.

MC Lounge serves lunch, and 
also opens at 2 p.m. for casual 
bites — wagyu meatballs, cala-
mari and lobster rolls — with 
perky cocktails including the 
Japanese yuzu sour or the pear 
martini with rosemary.

In summer, Le Bonne Entente’s 
outdoor Napa Grill specializes 
in a sea- and farm-fresh choice 
of ceviche, scallops, lobster and 
Bélair’s sumptuous cuts of beef.

Spa and golf: Spa days start in Le 
Bonne Entente’s outdoor hot tub 
and segue into the sanctuary of 
Amerispa, which offers a compre-
hensive roster of beauty and body 
treatments in 22 private rooms.

The Elixir Ice Cider exfoliation 
and other body treatments use 
nature-based Quebec products. 
And many of the elaborate anti-
aging treatments feature luxu-
rious imported products from 
Institut Sothys of France and 
Valmont of Switzerland.

For men, Amerispa offers mas-
sages, pedicures and detoxifying 
facials.

In summer, Le Bonne Entente 
is known for its international-
calibre Golf La Tempête, a 
championship course in Lévis 
(a 15-minute drive) that was the 
locale for the 2014 Quebec PGA 
Champions Tour.
